In volume 9 we 
offer not one, but two articles on medieval topics—Peter Downey’s “‘If music comes from 
many horns, then the sound is sweeter’: Trumpets and Horns in Early Medieval Ireland” 
and Ross Duffi n’s “Backward Bells and Barrel-bells: Some Notes on the Early History of 
Loud Instruments.”

Jeremy Montagu offers moving tribute 
to Baines, whose History of Brass Instruments still stands as the foremost comprehensvie 
treatment of the subject.
