Many 
research libraries subscribe to them, making journal articles easier to obtain than 
ever before. No more standing at the photocopier! ProQuest (UMI) has thousands 
of titles of American theses and dissertations available for free pdf download for 
those affiliated with many colleges and universities. Please check with your favorite 
librarian to find out if your university library has this service. Print copies may also 
be purchased from UMI Dissertation Publishing, http://www.proquest.com/en-US
/products/dissertations/orderingres.shtml or by telephone: (800) 521-0600. OCLC 
numbers and ISBN numbers, when available, have been provided to help with this 
process. Most, if not all of the items in this bibliography are available via interli-
brary loan, and these numbers will also help when included with interlibrary loan 
requests. (Your librarian will thank you for the extra information.) In spite of all 
the technological marvels from the last twenty years that make research somewhat 
less burdensome, please never forget that your very best resource in your research 
is a librarian.
